If you 
bring your camper the cost is $20/day without hook up. There is running water, toilets and showers on the 
property.  Shavings will be available for purchase.

From Sacramento: I-5 North to 70/99N to Marysville. At Marysville take Hwy 20 east towards Grass 
Valley and Nevada City.  Turn left at Browns Valley exit onto Marysville Rd at the Browns Valley Mini 
Mart. About 15 miles, turn right onto Marysville Rd at Willow Glenn Bar & Restaurant (Dobbins-
Bullards Bar). Approx ! mile past Oregon House Post Office turn right onto Yuba Ranch Way. 
Eventful Acres is about " mile. PLEASE DO NOT EXCEED 10 MPH ON ROAD .  
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Camp Dressage Instructors: 
 
Renee Johnson: Since 1984 Renee has been involved with bringing along her own horses; from their first 
backing through advanced FEI level work.  Currently, she trains and competes her own Dutch horses as well 
as schooling and showing several of her clientÕs horses. Her competitive accomplishments include earning 
twenty-four 1999, 2000, 2001, 2002, USDF, CDS, NAWPN Horse of the Year awards Training through 
Intermediare I. In 1999, Kamuela was the National USDF 2nd level Freestyle Champion and in 2002 Kai earned 
ABIC/USDF Region VII 4th level Champion. INXS and Kamuela were the CDS Futurity Champion and Reserve 
Champion in 1994 and 1997, respectively. She has also competed in eventing (through Preliminary) and show 
jumping. The incorporation of jumping and gymnastic grids as well as riding outside the dressage arena are 
very important in her daily training program. Presently she trains and teaches dressage in Central California 
and stands the FEI Dutch/Holstein stallion Kamuela who is competing Intermediare II and Grand Prix this year.  
Renee trains with Conrad Schumacher of Germany.  
 
Michael Etherly : For more than a decade Michael has worked with Olympic medalist Steffen Peters and he 
considers Steffen his mentor. From his training with Steffen, as well as clinicians such as Christine Traurig, 
Michael Poulin, Robert Dover, Debbie MacDonald and Dietric Von Hopffgarten, Michael has developed a 
successful program that helps horses and riders steadily progress through the levels. In addition to his 
experience in North America, Michael has trained in Europe with some of the sport's luminaries, including Jean 
Bemelmans, coach of numerous Olympic medalists. Michael has brought along numerous young horses, 
nearly a dozen of his horses have reached the FEI levels and his students have earned numerous USDF 
Regional Championships, as well as USDF Gold, Silver and Bronze medals. Michael is a USDF Silver and 
Bronze Medalist whose equestrian career began at age four. While he has successfully competed in jumping 
and eventing, Michael's love is dressage.

Christine Scarlett: Christine has successfully competed in the sport of eventing to the Advanced level. 
Competing at the International level in the US, Canada and Great Britain at Rolex, Checkmate Farm, 
Bleinham, Badminton, and Burghley. She has coached and taught students for the past 30 years, some to the 
international level. From 1999-2002 she was coach for the Area VI NAYRC.  She is a nurse anesthetist at the 
VMTH Large Animal Clinic at UC Davis with 20 years of experience. She recently completed her tenure as the 
Area chairman for Area VI.  This year she is hoping to compete and teach more.  
 
Inez Fort: Inez has been riding horses almost her entire life and has participated in many different disciplines. 
She started out riding jumpers, then moved to 3-day and through that to dressage. When her daughters were a 
suitable age for vaulting, Inez started and coached a vaulting team (FortÕs Flyers) that had a lot of success, 
including individual participants who won gold and silver medals.  
She was a member of the Osierlea Quadrille for many years in the 1960Õs and 70Õs, performing at horse shows 
and state fairs. A charter member of the California Quadrille Association she is also a Qualified Quadriller. She 
and Jan Martel, who will be assisting her with quadrille lessons, have done quadrille demonstrations at the 
California Dressage Society Annual meeting and the Murietta CDI, as well as competing at quadrille.

Camp Activities:
